OLD BUSINESS

John Pierce contacted Industry Canada (IC)
on Monday, June 7 regarding the
interference on the 147.100 repeater. He
has contacted them previously and nothing
has been done. He phoned again to let IC
know that the interference is still continuing
and that the repeater is used for emergency
preparation for the City and District of
Chilliwack. They had not realized that use
of the repeater and stated that they will look
into the interference problem. The
interference is thought to be illegal radios
(possibly stolen) or improperly tuned.

Roger Galliford has monitored the Monday
night net for the past eight (8) weeks to
determine who does not regularly sign in
and could have their names deleted. He
said there were a few members who do not
call in on the net but have expressed a
desire to have their names on the call out
list. If there was an emergency in the area,
they would want to be called. As a result,
there will be no changes made to the call out
list.

Burt Graham has been working on
organizing the Field Day. He has also made
arrangements to have a port-a-potty
delivered to the site. He will be contacting
all members to determine if they will be
attending and what they will be willing to



assist with. Members are needed to operate
radios and do scribing and setting up and
taking down of equipment and tent.

John mentioned that at one time the Club
had discussed having solar panels used for
charging batteries. It would involve a fairly
high economic outlay and, after some
discussion, it was decided not to proceed
with solar panel work.

NEW BUSINESS

There was some discussion regarding
getting insurance on the radios the Club has
in the radio room. It was felt that the amount
needed would be $10,000. Bonnie Pierce
will talk to the insurance company to find out
what the cost would be and will report back
to the Club.
